- Participants must arrive at Kyoto by the day prior to the start of the program and
may depart after the day following program’s completion.

- Participants are required to attend from the first day to the final day of the program.
No late arrivals and early departures.

- Students with no prior Japanese learning experience are required to learn Hiragana and
Katakana before starting the program. The Japanese classes are conducted entirely
in Japanese and English assistance is very limited.
